PCSI Casemix Winter School 2011 - “Casemix-Based Payment of Health Care”

School Objectives

The objective of the school is to provide students with solid and comprehensive expertise in the design, implementation and monitoring of casemix-based health care payment systems. Development of quantitative and statistical skills will be emphasized through practical demonstrations and student exercises using casemix data and statistical software.

A minimum of 4 faculty members will be in attendance at any given time and a minimum of 3 will be in attendance for the entire 5 days of the school.

Admission Criteria and Other Details

1. Ability to work and study in English language (verbal and written).

2. Some hands on experience with at least one statistical software package (e.g. SAS, R, SPSS, STATA, other).

3. Some exposure to one or more applications of case mix system in current or past employment.
4. Understanding of statistical concepts such as densities, probability and expectations, elementary statistical distributions (normal, t, chi-square).
5. Basic familiarity with statistical modelling (linear regression, logistic regression, survival analysis). 
6. Student’s admission to the winter school will be based on their experience and projected impact on their work. The maximum number of students that will be accepted is 20.

7. Enrolment from any one institution/organization may be limited to three students based on demand.

8. Students will be required to bring their own laptop to the school. 
9. Required on the student laptop is a word processor application such as Microsoft Word, a spreadsheet application such as Microsoft Excel, and a presentation application such as Microsoft Powerpoint.

10. Statistical and quantitative analysis by students during the school will make use of SAS Enterprise Guide and SAS Enterprise Miner. This software will be provided to students at no charge through SAS OnDemand for Academics. Students will be provided details on how to install the required SAS software on their laptops prior to the arriving at the school. Click here for details on system requirements. Note that installs on MacIntosh Operating Systems are not officially supported by SAS.

Tuition Fees

The tuition fees for the school are 1500€ per person. 
After notification of your acceptance to the school, payment of your tuition fees will be due by December 3, 2010. 
All fees will be payable directly to PCSI, by wire transfer. Wire transfer details will be provided at time of notification of acceptance.

Refunds and Cancellations

A full refund of school tuition, less 10% administrative charge, will be made for cancellations received in writing at least one month prior to the school.

Cancellations made by a student less than one month prior to the school are non-refundable.


In the unlikely event that, due to unforeseen circumstances, the course has to be cancelled, PCSI’s liability is limited to a refund of school tuition. We recommend students have adequate insurance to cover any travel or personal expense claims.
